IT does cost a lot to take a cycle by train,
so why not dispense with the train? Put
the bike on the rails!

This point may not have occurred to
British Rail when it asked Bootie Cycles
Ltd of Pudsey, Yorks, to design some
equipment to enable a small-wheel
bicycle to run on road or rail for the
purposes of track inspection, etc.

A cycle was fitted with a swinging arm
outrigger carrying a third wheel to run
on one rail track, whilst the two cycle
wheels are on the other. Small rollers
drop down the sides of the wheels to act
as flanges, and the steering can be auickly
locked in a straight line. The cycle can
then be pedalled along the railway line
and over points, and is light enough for
the rider to pull it off the track if a train
approaches.

Folding and erection take only minutes,
and the machine can be used on the road
like any ordinary cycle or put into the
guard’s van when the operator returns by
train at the end of a job.

This novel invention has been pub-
licized abroad by the Board of Trade,
and Bootie Cycles say they have been
busy answering enquiries from rail
companies in other parts of the world.
